OPENING REMARKS
1. Approval of Minutes - Jeff asked for approval of September minutes.  Jim Roggero gave first motion to approve; Cathy Reinkemeyer seconded the motion.  The meeting minutes were approved unanimously.  
MOTEC UPDATE

1. Usage Reports - Laura distributed the usage reports for October, November, December & January.  There were two agency canceled classes in October; there was one MOTEC canceled class in November; there was one agency canceled class and one MOTEC canceled class in December and there were no cancellations in January.

2. Training Registration Package Update – The new training registration system is up and running and seems to be working good now.  We have not had any issues for several weeks.  Since the new system is so close to the same as Training Wizard there is not going to be any training sessions set up for the Training Coordinators.  Please let us know if you experience any issues or problems with the new system.   This new system will be saving almost $20,000 a year.
3. FY 10 CAP Data - Laura handed out the FY 10 CAP data reports.  She will be presenting this to ITAB at their May meeting.  As of right now it looks like everyone will be paying less this year than they did last year.  This is because of the new training registration system and MOTEC does not need anything new this year.  Cathy asked if it would be possible to bill the Public Service Commission separately from the Department of Economic Development like we did last year.  Laura is going to do this.
OPEN DISCUSSION

1. Steve introduced himself to everyone and said he just had a couple things for everyone to think about.  
a. He was wondering if we could offer up more regular type trainings; like PowerPoint and Word combined with highlights.
b. Is it possible to provide video conferring training to staff outside the Jefferson City area so they don’t have to travel for training.  This would cover the one - two students who are needing trained in other locations where there is not enough students to fill a whole class.
